CCP provides opportunities for eligible NC high school
students to take TUITION-FREE, college courses for dual
credit (some students may have to pay for textbooks and
materials). Taking CCP courses accelerates completion of
college certificates, diplomas, applied associate degrees
that provide entry-level job skills, and associate degrees
that lead to transfer within the UNC System of 4-year
colleges and universities and many private institutions.

About the Early Childhood Pathway:

This pathway is a portion of the Associate of Applied Science
Early Childhood Education Degree. These courses prepare
students to work with children from birth through eight, often
under the supervision of qualified teachers. Students who
continue to pursue an AAS degree have three options: a
career-ready track AAS degree (no plan to pursue a 4-year
degree); a transfer-option AAS degree that allows students
who finish the degree to pursue a 4-year degree at a senior
institution that offers a B-K program (to become licensed
teachers and teach through kindergarten in NC public
schools); and a transfer-option AAS degree that allows
students to pursue a 4-year degree at a senior institution that
offers an Early Childhood Education Program (for students
interested in working with children, but not in the classroom).
